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Recipe Corner

Sour Cream Chicken Enchiladas

4 chicken breasts, cooked and diced**
1 small can diced green chilies

16-240z sour cream

1 bunch chopped green onions

1 can cream of chicken soup (undiluted)
8-160z shredded cheddar cheese

1 package flour tortillas

Mix together green chilies, sour cream, green onions, and soup. Stir in chicken.
Spray a 9X13 baking dish with Pam and add tortillas to cover bottom (ustilly 2
overlapping depending on size). Add half of the chicken mixture and cover with
cheese. Repeat layer beginning with tortillas, chicken mixture and ending with
cheese.

Bake at 350 degrees for-30 minutes until warm and cheese melts. Let sit 5
minutes or so before cutting.

** Cook chicken breasts in microwave by putting in a glass dish, add a little water
(1/8 cup) and cover with saran wrap. Let cool slightly before dicing.

This dish can be made ahead and refrigerated until baking but will require longer
baking time is cold, approximately 45 minutes,
