During high school Tina had a burgundy 68 Mustang with candy apple red pinstripes and black interior which was her be-
loved “Musty.” After graduating from college she needed a more reliable car and sold Musty to a woman in Federal
Way . After doing some research we found the woman only to find that Musty had been wrecked and was sitting in a field
in Maple Valley. At the time we didn’t have any contacts to restore her so we tearfully left the scene and have not been
able to locate the car as she sold it to another individual. In the fall of 2008 a co-worker placed a 67 Mustang for sale with
62, 000 original miles. After a quick drive we knew we had found another Musty to love. The car was originally pur-
chased on the 3™ of October 1967 from Bill Pierre Motors and we are the second registered owners of the car. The car
has all original equipment on the interior including the vinyl roof. We have had it repainted, added new tires, hubcaps, re-
placed the bumpers and rebuilt the engine as it had sat in a garage in North Seattle for many years. I've enclosed a be-
ginning and recent picture.

Died May 02, 2010 serving during Operation Enduring Freedom

40, of Centerville, Wash.; assigned to the 2nd Battalion,
1st Special Forces Group, Joint Base Lewis-McChord,
Wash.; died May 2 at Khakrez, Afghanistan, of wounds
sustained when enemy forces attacked his unit with an
improvised explosive device.

Mark (Hisssss) Coleman was killed May 2, 2010 by an IED in Afghanistan.
Mark is married to Barbie and has a 14 year old daughter Jessica and a 19 year
old son, Brent, that is in the service too. Mark has been in the Army and sta-
tioned out of Fort Lewis for many years and was due to come home in July after
serving a year tour in Afghanistan. Mark has come to the last 2 Pacific NW Meet
and Greets at Grabber's house down in Battleground, WA (Rob and Tana Aich-
ele) and if you know Mark, you know how much he loved his Shelby and a need
for speed. Mark signed his wife and daughter up this year to attend the Meet and
Greet even though he could not attend. Mark wanted his family to have fun in his
car and he wanted us to all
be able to see all the mods that he had done to it.

B Barbie, Jessica, Brent and his fiancée came to the
meet and greet because that is what Mark would of
wanted.

Saturday, December 4t will be the annual Santa Parades in Sumner and Puyallup.
PCMC will be filing the entry applications with the Puyallup Main Street Associa-tion
and the Sumner Downtown Association to participate in both legs of this year’s
event.

We are going to limited to 8 to 10 cars per city so if more members want to par-
ticipate, we can either draw names for each town or members can state which town
they’d prefer. Cars will need to be decorated with a minimum of 100 lights per 10
feet in length which can be easily accomplished with either the LED or Twinkle style
of lights, an inverter plugged into the AC outlet or cigarette lighter for a power
source. Some nylon zip ties, tape and binder clips. There are also some cool suction
cup plastic light holders made for use on houses will also work along hood, trunk lid
and doors. Look at Home Depot or Lowes for these types of accessories. Also large
fabric rib-bons and bows tied over and around each car’s, roof, hood and trunk will meet the events decoration re-
quirements. We should also have our antenna flags on while in the parades.

There are some changes in the application process this year which will require me to submit a copy of each car’s
driver’s license and proof of insurance card. | need to fill out 2 entries one for each city, so if there is overwhelming in-
terest, as many as 16 to 20 cars will be able to participate between the 2 towns. If we get more 20 we will do the old
draw names out of a hat to select the PCMC representatives at the September meeting.

By the way this is only open to PCMC members. If you belong to another Mustang club, your club would need to sub-
mit their own entry application.

The Sumner parade begins at 2:30pm, stages at the high school about 1pm.

The Puyallup Parade begins at 4:00pm, and we head straight there after completing the Sumner parade. They will send
me a map and directions for the staging area for that parade later this year. Each leg lasts about an hour de-pending on
where we are in the lineup.

If we get too many interested members we will draw names out of a
hat to see who will get to drive their rides at the September meeting.

Lastly if anyone wants to march in front of the cars we could have the club
banner carried by some that don’t want to drive or are not drawn to still
participate.
