Gooey Butter Cookie Recipe
% cup (1 stick) Butter
Y4 tsp. Vanilla
1 Egg
1 8oz Package Cream Cheese
1 Box Butter Recipe Yellow Cake
Powdered Sugar for dipping
Non Stick Cooking Spray

Beat butter, vanilla, egg and cream cheese until light and fluffy. Mix in dry cake mix.
Chill 30 minutes.

Preheat oven 350.
Lightly coat cookie sheet with non stick cooking spray.

Drop dough by teaspoonfuls into a bowl of powdered sugar and roll into balls.
Bake 12 minutes or until light golden brown.
Makes approx. 4 dozen

Pamel ads Hel pful Tip:

Since | bake so many cookiasonce, | had problems keeping them fresh and came across this
freshness tip. Layer your cookies in an air tight container with wax paper between the layers. Do
not stack cookies on top of each othvthout the wax paper. The top layer also gets wax paper.

Place one slice of bread on the very magking sure that no cookies are touching the bread. Seal

the container. The cookies with absorb the moisture from the bread, thus keeping them fresh. When
the bread is hard, replace it with another slice. You can do this for weeks on end.

Pamela also shared this story:

Gooey ButteiCakes aren't usually found anywhere other than St. Louis where they originated from
a baker who madereated them by mistake. You see, while mixing another recipe, he forgot an
ingredient an didn't realize it until it was in the oven. Rather than throw it out, he finished baking it
and tried it out on some people. Much to his surprise they loveéghittago doesn't even offer

them as my daughter lives there and every time she comes to St Louis, they stock up on them.
Thecookies were modified a little so they wouldn't be quite so gooey and easier to eat with your
fingers.
