Recipe Corner 

While looking over other mustang club newsletters it was noticed that a majority  
offered a recipe corner. What this has to do with mustangs is a bit of a head scratcher  
but thought it would be something new and different to add to our newsletter. If you 
have a recipe you want to share please email the newsletter editor. 

This month is a soup recipe as January is National soup month. 

30 minute Chicken Noodle Soup 

2 tablespoons extra virgin olive oil ( 2 turns around the pan) 
2 medium carrots, peeled and chopped 
1 medium onions, chopped 
2 celery ribs, chopped 
2 fresh bay leaves or 2 dried bay leaves 
salt and pepper 
6 cups chicken stock 
1 lb chicken breast tenders, diced ( the average weight of 1 package) 
1/2 lb wide egg noodles 
1/4 cup fresh parsley, chopped  

Place a large pot over moderate heat and add extra-virgin olive oil. 
Work close to the stove and add vegetables to the pot as you chop, in the order they are listed. 
Add bay leaves and season vegetables with salt and pepper, to taste. 
Add stock to the pot and raise flame to bring liquid to a boil. 
Add diced chicken tenderloins, return soup to a boil, and reduce heat back to moderate. 
Cook chicken 2 minutes and add noodles. 
Cook soup an additional 6 minutes or until noodles are tender and remove soup from the heat. 
Stir in parsley, remove bay leaves and serve. 
This is a thick soup.
